	1.Panama contains the only place in the world where you can see the sun rise on the Pacific and set on the Atlantic…from the same spot! 
At the country’s narrowest point, only 80 kilometers separates the Atlantic from the Pacific Ocean.
2.Panama City, the nation’s capital and largest city, is the only capital city in the world that has a rain forest within its city limits.
3.The total population of Panama is around 3.6 million with 1.5 million of those living in Panama City.
4.The official language of Panama is Spanish, but English is widely spoken. More so in the urban vs. the rural areas.
5.Panama celebrates two independence days, the first from Spain in 1821 and the second from Colombia 82 years later in 1903.

	1.There are more sheep in Uruguay than humans! In 2005, Uruguay, which is well suited for raising sheep and cattle, had 9,712,000 sheep, which was second highest in South America after Brazil. The production costs for raising livestock are low, but the quality of production is high in Uruguay.
2. Exports of meat and wool made Uruguay prosperous during the early 20th century.
3. Uruguay exported $1 billion worth of livestock in 2000.  Uruguay is the only country to keep track of 100% of their cattle. 
4. There are three cows for every person in the country.
5. Uruguay’s industrial economy is mainly dependent on petroleum products, transportation equipment, electrical machinery and food processing.

	1. Paraguay’s nickname is the “Corazón de América” (the Heart of America). The name refers to Paraguay’s location in the center of the South American continent.
2. Paraguay’s name is said to mean “crowned river” after the Guarani words for water and palm crown. According to former president Juan Natalicio Gonzalez, it means “river of the habitants of the sea.”
 The Itaipu Dam on the Parana River produces almost all of Paraguay’s electricity. Situated on the border with Brazil, the dam is owned by both countries.
4. The Paraná River, which runs through Brazil, Paraguay, and Argentina is South America’s second-longest river after the more famous Amazon River.
5. Paraguay’s literacy rate is higher than that of the United States. Paraguay’s citizens age 15 and older read and write at a 94 percent literacy rate, compared to 86 percent for the U.S.
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
